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EXPOSITIONS TEMPORAIRES AU LOUVRE

EXPOSITION « ROYAUMES OUBLIES. DE L’EMPIRE HITTITE AUX ARAMEENS »

Lieu : Musée du Louvre, Hall Napoléon  Dates : 2 mai — 12 Aoit 2019.

L’empire hittite, grande puissance rivale de I’Egypte antique, domina I’ Anatolie et étendit son influence sur le Levant, jusqu’aux alentours de 1200 av. J.-C. Sa chute
donna lieu a I’émergence de royaumes néo-hittites et araméens dans les territoires de la Turquie et de la Syrie modernes, héritiers des traditions politiques, culturelles et
artistiques de I’empire disparu. L’exposition invite a redécouvrir les sites mythiques de cette civilisation oubliée dont les vestiges majestueux du site de Tell Halaf,
situé pres de 1’actuelle fronticre turco-syrienne.

Ce site majeur du patrimoine syrien fut découvert par Max von Oppenheim qui y conduisit des fouilles de 1911 a 1913. Les grandes sculptures qui ornaient le palais du
roi araméen Kapara furent ramenées a Berlin ou elles furent exposées puis trés fortement endommagées dans les bombardements de la Seconde Guerre mondiale. Un
incroyable travail de restauration mené au début des années 2000 a permis de les réhabiliter.

L’histoire de cette collection est un témoignage saisissant des efforts continuels pour préserver le patrimoine en péril, hier comme aujourd’hui. Le Louvre s’est
fortement engagé dans cette mission, notamment dans les pays en situation de conflit, en mobilisant la communauté internationale et, tout récemment, en participant a
la création, en 2017, d’ALIPH (Alliance internationale pour la protection du patrimoine dans les zones de conflits).

EXPOSITION “FORGOTTEN KINGDOMS FROM THE HITTITE EMPIRE TO THE ARAMEANS”

The Hittite empire, a great rival power of ancient Egypt, ruled over Anatolia and held sway over the Levant until about 1200 BC. Its demise gave rise to Neo-Hittite
and Aramean kingdoms in modern-day Turkey and Syria, heirs of the political, cultural, and artistic traditions of the fallen empire. The exhibition invites visitors to
rediscover the mythic sites of this forgotten civilization, such as the majestic remains of the Tell Halaf site, located near the current Turco-Syrian border.

This major Syrian heritage site was discovered by Max von Oppenheim, who conducted excavations there from 1911 to 1913. The large sculptures, which adorned the
palace of the Aramean king Kapara, were brought back to Berlin where they were exhibited, then very heavily damaged in WW2 bombings. An incredible conservation
project carried out in the early 2000s made it possible to rehabilitate them.

The history of this collection makes for compelling testimony to the ongoing efforts to preserve endangered heritage sites, past and present. The Louvre is strongly
committed to this cause, particularly in war-torn countries, by mobilizing the international community and, most recently, by participating in the creation of ALIPH in
2017 (International Alliance for the Protection of Heritage in Conflict Areas).

Ugarit was rediscovered 90 years ago. The exhibition evokes the excavations on the sites of Ras Shamra and Minet el-Beida, the collections of the Department of
Oriental Antiquities, and ongoing research programmes in particular the analyses of excavation archives (fonds Schaeffer, College de France).

This exhibition is organised by the Louvre Museum and the Syrian-French Archaeological Mission of Ras Shamra in Ugarit. It is supported by a partnership between
the Louvre Museum and the College de France, as well as by the Ministry of Culture and Communication.
